Author Guidelines
and conditions of acceptance
The CAA 2012 Conference Committee provides these guidelines for the benefit of authors preparing submissions.  Submissions which do not follow these guidelines may be rejected without review.  By submitting a proposal for a paper or poster, or by accepting an invitation to present a paper, authors agree to these conditions of acceptance.
Preparation and presentation

Manuscripts should be prepared, and posters and presentations constructed, using the CAA 2012 templates and standards provided (downloadable from the Web site at http://caaconference.co.uk/).

Originality

In submitting a manuscript, the authors warrant that the material is original and has not been published elsewhere.

If authors have used their own previously published work(s) as a basis for a new submission, they are required to cite the previous work(s) and very briefly indicate how the new submission offers substantive novel contributions beyond those of the previously published work(s).

To the extent the manuscript incorporates text passages, figures, data or other material from the works of others, the authors must clearly identify and reference such other work and warrant that have obtained all necessary permissions for its incorporation in the manuscript.

Plagiarism is the use of someone else’s prior ideas, processes, results, or words without explicitly acknowledging the original author and source.  Plagiarism in any form is unacceptable and is considered a serious breach of professional conduct, with potentially severe ethical and legal consequences. 

Fabrication or falsification of any aspect of a manuscript is unacceptable.

Interests

Financial support of the work being reported and of the authors should be clearly acknowledged in the manuscript.

Any potential conflicts of interest should be clearly acknowledged in the manuscript.

Concurrent submission

Authors should only submit original work that has neither appeared elsewhere nor which is under consideration for publication elsewhere.  Authors shall disclose whether or not the manuscript is under active consideration elsewhere or has been submitted for consideration elsewhere.
If the authors submit the manuscript elsewhere after submitting it to the CAA conference, they shall immediately notify the CAA Conference Committee about the additional submission.

Referencing own work
Only those publications of the authors that are directly relevant to the subject matter of the manuscript under consideration should be referenced or included in the bibliography. 
Referenced publications shall be labelled as “submitted” when still in the review process, or “in press” when accepted for publication but not yet published.

Conference attendance

An author, in submitting a proposal for the CAA conference, or in accepting an invitation to present a paper, is expected to be present at the conference and, normally, to deliver the paper or poster in person.

In the event that circumstances unknown at the time of submission or of acceptance of an invitation preclude its presentation by an author, the CAA Conference Committee should be promptly informed, and an appropriate substitute arrangement should be made. 

The CAA Conference Committee reserves the right to exclude a paper or poster from the conference proceedings (e.g., not placed on the CAA 2012 Web site, not placed on any CAA 2012 CD-ROM or USB drive, not submitted for indexing) if the paper or poster is not presented at the conference.
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
